City Attorney Green stated that the following employees will be transferred to the City of La Pine;  Scott Pearson, Ashley Williams, Jacob Obrist and Johnny Bales.  He also said that the position that would not exist would be the Operations Manager that is currently staffed by Donna Zigler.  Director Allen said that the transferred employees will maintain the same rate of pay for a year.  He also said currently there is a 9% retirement benefit if the employee puts in at least 3%.  Director Allen stated that health benefits and vacation/sick leave would be equitable from the previous employer.  He said everyone would be treated equally.  

Director Allen discussed the employees from the Districts that are on-call.  He said the employees currently receive $200 per week for being on-call or $10,400 per year.   Director Allen said they are currently paid time and a half if they get called out to an emergency.  Councilor Greiner stated he favored a $50 a week on-call policy.  City Attorney Green said that they would develop a detailed on-call policy in the near future.
