Water and Sewer Districts – Cagle Annexation

Brian Earls and James Newton from the Districts discussed a letter that had recently been sent to the City.   Mr. Earlsv also said he will be working with Councilor Martinez as a go between for various issues between the City and the Districts.  He then discussed a letter to annex Cagle Acres that had been sent to the City and also to the Councilors.  
Councilor McAfee stated she had some grave concerns about that letter.  She said the part of the letter dealing with concern about public health safety with the ground water issues was inappropriate, particularly since the Districts have not been involved in the nitrate issue in any way at any time.  Councilor McAfee also said that the County and Council have both stated they would not support the Cagle annexation.  She said it was clearly stated at the time of incorporation that the Districts would be absorbed by the City at a future time.  Councilor McAfee also said the City needs the numerous documents they have requested from the Districts but not received.   
Councilor Varcoe stated that the public health safety issue raised in the letter may undermine the work that is going on with the DEQ Steering Committee.   Councilor Martinez said he talked with Mr. Earls this afternoon and he conveyed to Brian that the City’s goal as outlined is to bring all services under one roof within one year.  He said they, the City and Districts, need to start planning now for the coming year.   

Public Comment

Doug Ward, Cagle area resident, stated there has never been in 15 years a government agency test the water in the Cagle subdivision.  He said there have been no problems with nitrates in the water for the subdivision.  Mr. Ward also said he believed the City should be running the whole thing.
Councilor Greiner stated that the City and Districts need to know what the people living in the Cagle subdivision want regarding the water and sewer hookups.  Until that happens he did not feel he could vote for it.

Mayor Mulenex stated he liked the idea of going out and doing another survey and making the results public.  He said it should be a broad survey that explained to the homeowners that based upon the loans from USDA they cannot be charged SDC’s (System Development Charges).   Mayor Mulenex stated that he had reservations about the Cagle annexation because the City is stepping into be the managers, not taking over the Districts.  He said the community will benefit in several areas when the assumption is complete and has been fully implemented.  One reason given was that it eliminates the necessity of three boards, three elections and three audits.  In addition once the withdrawal has occurred there will be both employees and equipment that can be utilized in other ways than they are used now which would be another benefit to the public.  
City Manager Allen stated that USDA (United States Department of Agriculture) will not allow the grant loans unless the Districts do this from start to finish and close it out.  He said that can take months to do a close out of a project and the project could take a couple of years based on a number of factors.  
Mayor Mulenex stated the Cagle annexation has been talked about at various meetings.  He said that the project is beyond the time limit of when the City wants to do the withdrawal.  
Councilor McAfee stated that the City has voted on the annexation issue a number of times.  She said she would not vote to support the annexation.  Councilor Greiner stated the District’s presentation tonight was not going to change his vote.
Mayor Mulenex stated that there is not a feeling at tonight’s meeting that there is a need to vote on the annexation, that the Council has made their position clear over a long period of time.  Mayor Mulenex asked City Manager Allen to re-send out to the Districts the recent letter, that was signed by both current and former Councilors, and sent to the Districts a couple of weeks ago.
